	Objectives: 
The students will:
	Assessment: 
The students will:


	Understand 3 major points about the ING dialect feature.
	Students will participate in class discussion concerning the ING dialect feature, and the teacher will write the responses on the board.

	Analyze a speech sample for dialect features.
	Students will complete a worksheet to be handed in, as well as participate in class discussion giving their answers. 


Procedures: 

Introduction 
1. Ask students to review their notes from the previous four days, and answer any questions the students may have.

2. Briefly review the 4 enduring features that were discussed on days 3 and 4. 

3. Explain that today’s lesson will finish out the last enduring feature, as well as give students some practice analyzing language.
Instruction/Activities 
1. Open the Enduring Features PowerPoint presentation to slide 13 (the section on ING). 

2. Ask the students to read the pairs of words on slide 13 aloud, reading from left to right.

3. Ask the students to think about what sound makes these words different in pronunciation, even though they both are spelled with n’s. 

4. Ask the students to think about words ending with ing. Have they ever heard someone pronounce an ing word as if it just ended with an in? What sorts of words are more likely to be pronounced with in rather than ing? For example, would sing and singing both be pronounced with only in? 

5. Ask the students to brainstorm responses to these questions, and write their ideas on the board.

6. Explain that this is a language feature that is common and enduring in the Appalachian region.

7. Read through the Big Ideas about ING on slide 14 of the PowerPoint presentation. Be sure to demonstrate to the students what the alveolar and velar regions of the mouth are. Explain that the in ending is produced in the alveolar region, and the ing ending is produced in the velar region. 

8. Listen to the sound file examples on slide 15 of the PowerPoint presentation. 

9. Explain to the students that the ING feature is the last of the 10 language features that were studied.

10. Hand out the Writing Language worksheet to students.

11. Read through the directions with the students and explain that they will be listening along to an interview, while following along with the typed transcript on the worksheet. They are to fill in as many blanks as they can, while listening closely to the speaker. 

12. Play the GIL 1 sound file (embedded in slide 16 of the PowerPoint) for the first transcription exercise. Monitor the students while they fill in the blanks. 

13. Play the LOG 2 sound file (embedded in slide 16 of the PowerPoint) for the second transcription exercise. Monitor the students while they continue to fill in the blanks.

14. After the activity has been completed, go over the correct answers with the students from the teacher answer key provided in this packet.

Closure 
-- Ask the students if they noticed any of the Appalachian language features from this unit during the sound file examples in the Writing Language activity. 
-- Ask the students to share something that they have learned during the mini-unit and how they might feel differently about dialects.
Self-reflection questions: (Complete after you teach this lesson.)  

· Based on your reflection on the attached student assessment data, what do you think the students learned during your lesson, and how do you know?

· What would you do differently the next time you teach this lesson and why? 

· What went well during this lesson, and how do you know?

· Summarize what you learned about teaching (for example, about differentiating instruction, integrating technology, establishing the appropriate classroom climate, and the value of data-based decision making)?
